SKEET & TRAP SHOOT RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Each Shooter will complete 3 rounds, (78 total shots), 25 of Trap-15 from the 16 yard line and 10
from 22 yard line, 25 of Wobble Trap-15 from the 16 yard line and 10 from 22 yard line, and 28
of Skeet Doubles.

2. All Individual Shooters will be assigned to a team the day of the Shoot as needed.
3. The top three 5 Man Teams (total score) will be awarded trophies.

4. All Shooters 18 years of age and older will be entered into the Calcutta, IF their entry form is
received by 7:00pm, Friday, September 10, 2010.

5. No-one under the age of 18 can participate in any of the “Options” unless they and a parent/legal
guardian sign a waiver form. They can purchase the Buy Backs.

6. In the event of a tie on the following Options; High Overall, Skeet Straight, Trap 25, and Wobble
25, a Shoot-Off will determine the winner. All option monies will pay 2 places: 1% = 60%, and
2" = 40%

7. In the event of a tie on the 2-Man Blind Draw, monies will be split between all winners.

8. Standard competition rules apply for American Skeet & Trap.

9. Under no circumstances will any gun be loaded until it is the individual’s turn and they are
standing at the shooting station.

10. In the event, on Skeet Doubles, both targets are broken with the 1¥ Shot, the 1% target is
established, but Doubles will have to be shot again. (Proof Pair)

11. All shooters are responsible for their own guns, shells, hearing & eye protection.
12. All safety rules and regulations of the Corpus Christi Pistol and Rifle Club apply for this event.

13. Associated Builders & Contractors and the Corpus Christi Pistol and Rifle Club will not be held
responsible for any injury or accident which may occur.

CALCUTTA RULES & REGULATIONS

1. Bidding will begin at approximately 7 pm, Friday, September 10, 2010 — Auctioneer: Jason
Wilson

All shooters 18 and over are automatically entered in the Calcutta.
Anyone above the age of 18 can bid on an individual shooter.
Minimum bid will be $20 per individual.

There is no cap placed on the Calcutta.

The Calcutta will be 100% pay back, 80% to buyer, 20% to shooter.

$1,000.00 will be automatically taken from the Calcutta Purse for the 2 Random Draws of $500.00
each.

8. Everyone will be in a Shoot-Off for the Calcutta monies. The field will be broken down into
three classes, AA, A, and B.

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CALCUTTA RULES & REGULATIONS, CONTINUED:

9. The AA Class will be the top two shooters of the event. A Class & B Class will be determined
after the standard event shooting has been completed, and prior to the start of the Shoot-Off.

10. The Calcutta Payout Breakdown is as follows:
a. AA Class will be 50%
i. 1% Place = 60%, (30% of overall Calcutta monies)
ii. 2" Place = 40%, (20% of overall Calcutta monies)
b. A Class will be 30%
i. 1% Place = 60%, (18% of overall Calcutta monies)
ii. 2" Place = 40%, (12% of overall Calcutta monies)
c. B Class will be 20%.
i. 1% Place = 60%, (12% of overall Calcutta monies)
ii. 2" Place = 40%, (8% of overall Calcutta monies)

11. BUY BACKS WILL NOT BE USED IN THE CALCUTTA SCORING. (Your honest
shooting score will be used.)

12. All buyers must check-out / cash-out with designated cashier at the end of the Calcultta.
